The Office of the Accountant-General of the Federation (OAGF) was created 
under the Civil Service Re-Organisation Decree No. 43 of 1988, with the 
following responsibilities:
(a) Fund Management;
(b) Revenue Monitoring and Accounting;
(c) Cash supply including control of banking operation of the Federal Government;
(d) Management and Disbursement of the Federation Account on behalf of the 

three tiers of Government;
(e) Management of the Federal Government Investments;
(f) Collation, preparation and publication of the Federal Government Statutory 

Annual Account and Financial Statements;
(g) Inspection and Audit of Books, Records and Accounts of Federal Ministries, 

Departments and Agencies (MDAs);
(h) Investigation of cases of fraud and loses of funds and stores;
(i) Issuance of Federal Treasury Circulars to convey Financial Policy directives; &
(j) Servicing of External and Internal Loans of the Federal Government.

THE STRUCTURE
The Office of the Accountant-General of the Federation has 
eight (8) Departments, which are;

(a) Administration;
(b) Audit Monitoring;
(c) Consolidated Accounts;
(d) Finance and Accounts;
(e) Funds;
(f) Inspectorate;
(g) Planning, Research and Information Technology and
(h) Revenue and Investment.

In addition, there are thirty-eight (38) Federal Pay Offices in thirty-six States of the 
Federation and a Sub-Treasury of the Federation in Abuja. There are also 
Six (6) Zonal Offices at each geo-political zones of the Country for the effective 
supervision of the activities of the Federal Pay Offices.
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The Annual Report of the Accountant-General of the Federation for the Fiscal year ended 2012 
contains report of the financial operations as well as the Consolidated Financial Statements of 
the Federal Government of Nigeria for the year. The Annual Report and Financial Statements 
are issued to meet specific information needs that are useful in assessing the financial activities 
of the Federal Government of Nigeria. The Statements are intended to meet the needs of 
service users and resource providers, which include: Government, the citizens, elected 
representatives, foreign embassies, taxpayers, investors, creditors, research institutions, banks, 
suppliers, the media and development partners.

The Federal Government is committed to Public accountability, transparency, good governance 
and economic growth. It is therefore necessary to publish the Annual Report of the Accountant- 
General of the Federation, together with the Consolidated Financial Statements for the year 
ended 31st December, 2012 to demonstrate this commitment to our stakeholders.

Furthermore, to ensure that the Annual Financial Statements of the Federal Government and 
other tiers of Government meet International Best Practice, the Federal Executive Council (FEC) 
at its meeting of 28th July, 2010 approved the adoption of the provisions of the International 
Public Sector Accounting Standards (IPSAS) by Public Sector entity. Consequently, the 
Federation Account Allocation Committee (FAAC) at its meeting held on 13th June, 2011 set up 
a Sub-Committee to provide a Roadmap for the Adoption of the Standards in the three tiers of 
Government in Nigeria. The value addition that IPSAS adoption brings to our nation include: 
deepening transparency and accountability, comparability of financial performance across 
boarders and to facilitate the assessment of Government service delivery. The three tiers of 
Government; Federal, States and Local Governments have subsequently adopted National 
Chart of Accounts (NCOA) to ensure that the Financial Statements accompanying this Report 
are in agreement with the provisions of IPSAS.

The Financial Statements of the Federal Government of Nigeria for the Fiscal year ended 31st 
December, 2012 having been examined and certified by the Auditor-General for the 
Federation in line with the relevant provisions of the Constitution of the Federal Republic of 
Nigeria, 1999 as amended and other extant statues are hereby endorsed for public use.

I would like to commend the Accountant-General of the Federation and his staff for their 
diligence and hardwork, the active role of the Office of the Auditor-General for the Federation 
(OAuGF) and the MDAs in making this financial statement possible.

OF THE OFFICE OF THE ACCOUNTANT-GENERAL OF THE FEDERATION FOR THE YEAR ENDED 2012

1.0 Introduction
As a statutory responsibility of the Office of the Accountant-General of the Federation, 
the Annual Report together with the Financial Statements of the Federal Government of 
Nigeria for the year ended 31st December, 2012 bring into focus the general 
performance of the Federal Government in the year under review.

2.0 Legal Framework guiding Financial Management and Accounting of the 
Federal Government

The Annual Report of the Accountant-General of the Federation and the Financial 
Statements of the Federal Government were prepared based on the relevant provisions 
of Finance Control and Management Act 1958, as amended, relevant laws of the 
Federation and Government Pronouncements in form of Treasury Circulars. The 
Accounts have been prepared on the Cash Basis of Accounting and in line with the 
provisions of the International Public Sector Accounting Standards (IPSAS).

3.0 The Reporting Entity

This Annual Report is for the Federal Government of Nigeria and it comprises the 
financial activities of the MDAs funded from the National Budget. The expenditure of 
other Government controlled entities established by an Act of Parliament and funded 
from the Consolidated Revenue Fund (CRF) were treated in the Financial Statements as 
subventions to Parastatals. Such agencies include: Federal Universities, Research 
Institutions among others. Though, their cash flows were not consolidated with this 
statement, however, with the planned migration to Accrual Basis of Accounting, 
subsequent Consolidated Financial Statements would reflect other Government 
controlled entities.

4.0 Federal Government of Nigeria Fiscal Framework for Budget 2012-2014
The fiscal framework underlining the Budget formulation and the assumptions therein 
were based on the domestic and global economic realities. Accordingly, policy 
measures were taken to mitigate the domestic economy from the fragility of the global 
economy. Some of the measures taken were: increased expenditures on developmental 
projects, completion of viable ongoing capital projects and programmes as well as 
revenue expansion and plugging of revenue leakages in the system. In spite of all these 
measures, the 2012 budget faced challenges such as poor revenue performance in 
some key heads and the occurrence of flood disaster which impacted negatively on the 
cash inflow during the year.
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4.1 Nigerian Vision 20:2020

The 2012 Budget was aimed at achieving the developmental goals outlined in the 
Nigeria Vision 20:2020 and as encapsulated in the Transformation Agenda of the 
government. In line with this, funds were released to priority sectors in order to support 
the actualization of Government efforts at addressing the pressing needs of Nigerians. 
In furtherance of this, the government scaled-up budget allocations to key priority 
areas namely: security, infrastructure renewal (including power and roads), human 
capital and food security to enhance economic growth and increase job creation.

The year 2012 Budget being the first under the transformation agenda was designed 
with the theme: fiscal consolidation, inclusive growth and job creation having the 
following as its pillars;

(a) Macroeconomic Stability
(b) Structural Reforms
(c) Governance and Institutions
(d) Investing in priority Sectors

4.2 Budget Assumptions for 2012

The 2012 Budget was based on a set of assumptions reflecting Government 
determination to maintain prudence in the face of volatile external economic 
environment. The Budget was therefore based on the following assumptions:

a. Crude oil production of 2.48 million barrels per day (mbpd)
b. Crude oil benchmark price of USD 70 per barrel
c. Exchange rate of NGN 155/USD
d. GDP growth of 7.2%
e. Inflation rate of 9.5%
f. **398 billion Statutory Transfers
g. *#560 billion Debt service
h. **2.472 trillion Recurrent Expenditure
i. **1.32 trillion Capital Expenditure
j. Fiscal deficit of 2.77% of GDP

4.3 Federation Collectible Revenue

In line with section 162 of the Constitution of the Federal Republic of Nigeria "The 
Federation shall maintain a special account to be called "the Federation Account" into 
which shall be paid all revenues collected by the Government of the Federation, except 
personal income tax of personnel of armed forces of the Federation, Nigeria Police Force, 
the ministry or department of government charged with responsibility for Foreign Affairs
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and the residents of Federal Capital Territory. The inflows into the Federation Account are 
crude oil sales, Petroleum Profit Tax, Royalties, Company Income Tax, Import Duties, Excise 
Duties, among others.

Based on the revenue sharing formula, the Federal Government share is 52.68% out of 
which 48.5% is used to finance the budget, while the balance of 4.18% are distributed into 
the Federal Government Special Accounts as follows:

j) Federal Capital Territory 1%
ii) Ecology & Derivation 1%
iii) Statutory Stabilization 0.5%
iv) Development of Natural Resources 1.68%

4.4 Value Added Tax (VAT)
The Federal Government under the Act is entitled to 15% as administrative charges for 
collection of this tax on behalf of the State and Local Governments. This receipt also provide 
additional source of funding to the budget.

4.5 Internally Generated Revenue (IGR)
This is independent revenue of the Federal Government and is collected on its behalf by 
MDAs.This includes operating surplus, dividends, among others. The framework assumed 
that the Federal Government will continue to collect all the Internally Generated Revenue 
(IGR) it had the mandate to collect as provided for in the 1999 Constitution of the Federal 
Republic of Nigeria as amended and Other Statutory Provisions. All such revenues collected 
would be paid into a Pool Account and be used to part finance the Annual Budget.

5.0 Review and Performance of the Budget 2012
The Federal Government of Nigeria budgeted the sum of N4.877 trillion as expenditure 
for the fiscal year 2012 under the following Heads.

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The Revenue Budget shows that the Federal Government continued to rely mostly on 
revenue from oil to finance its expenditure. Comparing the budgeted expenditure and 
revenue, the budget had a deficit of**434.0 billion to be financed from proceeds from sales 
of goxremment properties, privatisation, signature bonus, stabilisation account, and 
borrowing.

5.1 Revenue Budget Performance

The total revenue received was ff337trillion which was 79% of the total budget for the 
period wnder review. Although, the revenue received fell short of budget, allocation from 
FAAC increased by 5%dbove budget which was attributed to cost of collections received by 
Custom subsidy reinvestment programme releases as well as share of Excess crude 
account Tihe downward trend in thelimdependent revenue is attributed to non remittance 
by MDAs wtoiioh their Act ©rtrjpowe red them to spend Internally Generated Revenue, various 
rates in operations, etc.

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5.1.1 Statutory Allocations
The share of Federal Government Allocation from the Federation Account was 
estimated at #2,966 billion. In the year under review, the sum of #3,105 billion 
representing 105% was received as statutory allocation from the Federation 
Account(FAAC allocation cost of collections NCS/FIRS+ECA) as against #2,782 billion 
received in the previous year. The increase was attributed to share from Excess Crude 
Account. The direct FAAC allocation target was not achieved due to pipeline vandalism, 
oil theft etc.

5.1.2 Share of Value Added Tax

The VAT Act made provision for the Federal Government to retain 15% of the total sum 
collected as administrative cost. The 2012 budget was#107.905 billion out of which the 
sum of #95.443 billion representing 89% was received during the year compared to 
#87.292 billion received in 2011. The reason for shortfall is as in 5.1.1

5.1.3 Direct Taxes

The sum of #4.235 billion in direct taxes was expected to be generated as revenue for 
the year. However, the sum of #158.027 million, representing 4% was received. The 
dismal performance was attributed to low level of compliance to the tax laws. This was 
slightly above the figure of #153.387 million received in year 2011.

5.1.4 Licenses
The sum of #424.033 million was budgeted as revenue from licenses while the sum of 
#998.656 million was received forthe year representing 236% of the budgeted amount 
compared to#1.665 million generated in the preceding year.

5.1.5 Mining
The sum of #419.608million was budgeted as inflow from mining while the sum #1.883 
billion was realized representing 449% of the budgeted amount. This can be attributed 
to government policy to diversify the economy and strengthen the mining and other 
sectors.

5.1.6 Fees
The expected inflow from fees was #3.462 billion while the sum of #10.644 billion 
representing 308% was realized. However, there was a shortfall of #2.9million when 
compared to#10,646 billion collected inyear2011.

5.1.7 Earnings
The sum of #10.514 billion was budgeted as earnings out of which the sum of #1.075 
billion representing 10% of the budgeted amount was realized.
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5.1.8 Sales
The sum of #*10.514 billion was estimated to be collected as Sale/Rent on Government 
Property. However, only the sum of #*665million representing 6% was realized 
compared to the sum of #*1.069 billion collected in 2011. Monetization policy of 
government has significantly reduced the contribution of this source to government 
coffers.

5.1.9 Interest and repayment
The sum of #*34.588 billion was budgeted for as interest and repayment while the sum 
of #*113.976 billion was received representing 330%. In contrast to previous year the 
sum of #*242.098 billion was collected.

5.1.10 Re-Imbursement
The sum of #*3.891 billion was expected as reimbursement in the year. However, only 
the sum of #*0.032 billion was collected representing 0.8% of budget. The amount 
realized during the corresponding period was#*1.484 billion.

5.1.11 Other Revenue Sources
These other revenue sources include, but not limited to, receipts from Import Levies, 
Share of Excess Crude Account, Unspent Balance from CRF, Privatization Proceeds, Aid 
& Grant, Signature Bonus, among others. The sum of #*741.653 billion was budgeted 
but only the sum of #*34.052 billion was received compared to #*2.650 billion collected 
in the previous year.

5.2 Review of Expenditure Performance
Government expenditures are classified into Statutory Transfers, Debt Services, Non- 
Debt Recurrent and Capital expenditures. However, for the purpose of financial 
reporting, expenditure in respect of statutory transfers has been accounted for by their 
economic line. The performances of these are detailed below:
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5.2.0 Expenditure Budget Performance

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The above chart shows that the total non-debt recurrent expenditure was 52% of 
the total annual budget while recurrent debt service and statutory transfers were 
12% and 8% respectively, leaving a balance of 28% for capital expenditure.

5.2.1 Recurrent Expenditure
The Federal Government spent a total sum of N2,791 billion on recurrent 
expenditure which includes Ways and Means charges on the CRF and subvention to 
Parastatals. This expenditure shows an increase of 1.33% above the budgeted 
figure of f#2,754 billion. The comparative figure is shown below:

5.2.2 Capital Expenditure Performance

During the year under review, the total sum of ftl.02 billion representing 81%, 
excluding external Aid and Grants, was expended as Capital expenditure. The 
expenditure was for the development of the nation's infrastructure in the Economic, 
Social, Law 8t Justice, Regional and Administrative Sectors. The implementation 
during the year was faced with challenges of late passage of Appropriation Act in 
April, 2012, concurrency of 2011 and 2012 capital implementation up to March 3r' 
2012, flood disaster and poor revenue collection on some key heads.

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5.2.3 Other Payments
The Federal Government of Nigeria during the fiscal year provided funding to 
Parastatals which amounted to N266.7 billion representing 31% of the budget. 
These were treated as Grants and Subventions to assist the Parastatals pay salaries, 
overhead and capital.
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6.0 Statements of Assets and Liabilities

The Assets and Liabilities are presented as Statement No. 2 to the Financial 
Statements. The Assets consist of Liquid Cash, Staff Debtors and Investments.
On the other hand, liabilities consist of balances of the Statutory Funds namely CRF 
and outstanding debts of the Federal Government among others.

The Liquid Assets consist of cash balances in the CRF Account and books of MDAs. 
The total assets of N1.3 trillion as at 31st December 2012 increased by 9% above the 
previous year's figure of *41.2 trillion.

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The liabilities consist of the balances of CRF and Loans of the Federal Government. 
In 2012 the government took external loans apart from fund sourced through 
Bonds and Promissory Notes. Hence, the increase in the liability profile to N8.2 
trillion compared with the previous year's figure of ##6.6trillion. The loans were 
taken for investments in critical areas like railway modernization, roads, etc. The 
comparative figure is as detailed below:

7.0 Public Finance Management (PFM) Reforms
7.1 Government Integrated Financial Management Information System (GIFMIS)

A significant milestone was achieved in the PFM reforms with the go-live of the 
Government Integrated Management Information System (GIFMIS) and Treasury 
Single Account (TSA) in April, 2012. In this pilot phase, 92 MDAs were enrolled including 
all the main Ministries. Those enrolled use the platform for their day-to-day 
transactions and are no longer cash backed through commercial banks but direct 
spending from CRF account once the Budget Office releases the warrant. Following the 
take-off, the ways and means of the Federal Government which hitherto was a drain to 
CRF account dropped to Nil in 2012. We intend to bring more MDAs on board in 
subsequentyears.
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7.2 Integrated Payroll and Personnel Information System (IPPIS).

The number of MDAs on centralized payroll rose from Seventy-six (76) in 2011 to 104 in 2012. 
This brings the total number of MDA currently on the system to one hundred and four (104).

7.3 International Public Sector Accounting Standard (IPSAS)
The Federal Executive Council (FEC) at its meeting of 28th July, 2010 approved the adoption 
of the provisions of the International Financial Reporting Standards (IFRS) and IPSAS for 
Private and Public Sectors in Nigeria respectively. To give effect to the decision of FEC, the 
Federation Account Allocation Committee (FAAC) at its meeting held on 13,h June, 2011 
subsequently set up a Technical Sub-Committee to provide a Roadmap for the 
implementation of IPSAS in the three tiers of government in Nigeria. The membership of the 
Sub-Committee was drawn from the Federal, States and Local Government Councils. The 
Treasury will be implementing IPSAS cash in 2014 and will migrate to IPSAS Accrual by 2016 
financial year.

8.0 Conclusion

During the 2012 fiscal year, there was increase in both recurrent and capital revenue compared 
to that of 2011. Furthermore, there was also increase in recurrent expenditure, but marginal 
drop in capital expenditure compared with that of the previous year.

I wish to thank the Coordinating Minister for the Economy 8i the Honourable Minister of 
Finance and Honourable Minister of State for Finance for providing the right environment and 
encouragement to operate effectively and efficiently. I also thank all members of management 
and staff of this Office for their perseverance and unwavering commitment during the year. I 
also commend all the Accounting Officers and other government organisations that provided 
input into this Financial Statement. Worth mentioning were the efforts of staff of Finance and 
Accounts Department of MDAs at ensuring that this report and the accompanying Financial 
Statements of the Federal Government of Nigeria were produced timely.

This Office shall continue to strive at achieving efficient and effective service delivery for the 
progress of the nation in the realization of government transformation agenda.

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Statement of Accounting Policies
The following are the significant accounting policies adopted by the Federal 
Government in the preparation of its Financial Statement:
(a) Compliance with relevant Statutes
The financial Statements presented comply with the provisions of the Constitution of 
the Federal Republic of Nigeria 1999 as amended, the Finance Control and 
Management Act 1958 now CAP F26 LFN 2004, the Financial Regulations (2009).
(b) Basis of Accounting of the Financial Statements
The Financial Statements are presented in accordance with the provisions of 
International Public Sector Accounting Standards (IPSAS) Cash Basis of Accounting 
and under the historical cost convention. The cash basis of accounting recognizes 
transactions and events only when cash (including cash equivalents) is received or paid 
by the entity. Expenditures incurred but not paid for, as well as Revenues due but not 
received, are not adjusted for in the Financial Statements.

(c) Accounting Period
The Financial Statements are for the period from 1st January to 31 December, 2012 
and corresponding period of 2011.

(d) Reporting Currency
The Financial Statements are prepared in Nigerian Naira.

(e) Consolidation of Financial Statement
The Consolidation of the Financial Statements are based on the Cash transactions of all 
Ministries, Department and Agencies (MDAs) of the Government. Funding to 
Parastatals and Agencies from the national budget is consolidated in the Cash Flow as 
Grants and Subventions. The financial activities of Government Business Enterprises 
(GBEs) are not consolidated.

(f) Comparative Information of Previous Year
The Financial Statements and accompanying Notes disclose all numerical information 
relating to previous period of the preceding year.
(g) Budget Figures
The Budget figures in the Financial Year are as contained in 2012 Appropriation Act.

(h) External Assistance: Grants & Aid
Receipts from External Assistance that are not to be repaid are recorded as cash 
received and expenditure incurred from External Assistance. These are reported 
separately in the financial statements.
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(i) Loans Granted
Payments made to Other Governments and Nations during the year are classified as 
Investments and Repayments of such Loans reduces the amount.

(j) Public Debts
Public Debts consists of Loans received from Multi-Lateral and Bi-Lateral 
organisations, and Internal Loans, including FGN bonds, Nigeria Treasury Bill etc. The 
balances on these accounts are reflected in the financial statements.

(k) Interest on Banks Transactions and Loans:
Actual Interest on loans and other bank commissions charged on bank accounts 
during the year are classified as payments and disclosed under interest payment in 
Statement of Cash Receipts and Payments

(l) Transactions in Foreign Currencies
Transactions denominated in foreign currencies are translated into Naira at the rate of 
Exchange ruling at the time of transactions. However, assets denominated in foreign 
currencies are translated into Naira at the exchange rate ruling at the year end. The 
Central Bank of Nigeria official exchange rate of Naira to the Dollar on 31st December, 
2012 was *155.27.

(m) Assets and liabilities
Assets and liabilities are stated at their net values.

(n) Advances
It is the policy of the Federal Government that all advances granted are retired before 
the end of the financial year. Advances not retired are treated as cash equivalent in the 
Cash Flow statements since there is no proof that such funds have been utilized.

(o) Cash and Cash Equivalents
Cash and Cash Equivalents includes cash at hand, at Bank and cash equivalents at the 
end of the financial year.
